Theoretically there should be a report of the last meeting within your government. Make sure you read this so
that you are familiar with the issues that are important to your government.

8. Check with colleagues what they think about key issues

It is useful to hold a meeting or workshop with other departments to check their views on issues that are up for
consideration at the next meeting. They may be able to link the issue to other negotiations, e.g. biodiversity-
fisheries, climate change-trade.

9. Consult with Non-Governmental Organisations (NGOs)

Most NGOs have very good communication networks within and outside your country. They tend to know key
issues in a broader context. Don't be afraid to consult with them - you do not have to agree with what they
say, but it helps to understand where they are coming from on issues.

10. Consult with the Secretariat

If you are unsure about an issue or how an issue will be considered, contact the secretariat of the agreement.
They have a close knowledge of issues and can help you understand an issue or provide guidance on how an
issue may be resolved (while maintaining their neutrality)
